This letter serves as formal notification and official record of action taken by the Northwest Commission
on Colleges and Universities (NWCCU) at its meeting on June 21-24, 2022, concerning the Spring 2022
Evaluation of Institutional Effectiveness of Chemeketa Community College. This action was taken after
consideration of evidence, including the institution’s Self-Evaluation Report, the Peer-Evaluation Report,
the optional Institutional Response to the Peer-Evaluation Report, and information received as part of
the institutional representative meeting with Commissioners.

Accreditation
Reaffirm Accreditation

Commendations
The Commission commends Chemeketa Community College for:

1. Significant improvements in their assessment processes, moving from a strong foundation at the
mid-cycle to implementation.

2. Creating a faculty-driven process for program review which yields inherent value to the units.

3. Their rapid and strong response to COVID, providing students, faculty and staff support services;
providing hot spots and laptops; quickly transitioning to remote learning; and maintaining
essential services such as the Testing Center; and face-to-face CTE classes with appropriate PPE.

4. Resiliency and innovation in maintaining student access, support services, instructional quality,
and safety through extraordinary challenges.

5. Significant development in DEI, including earning the designation as a Hispanic Serving
Institution, laying a foundation for rapid growth this this area.

e Recommendation 2: Spring 2022 Evaluation of Institutional Effectiveness - Improve internal
communications regarding strategic planning, budget development, and change management to
ensure that all constituents are informed about, and have input where appropriate into,
decision-making processes. (2020 Standard(s) 1.B.3)

o Recommendation 1: Spring 2022 Evaluation of Institutional Effectiveness
o Recommendation 2: Spring 2022 Evaluation of Institutional Effectiveness
