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Graduation Requirements

The College grants the following degrees to those students who have completed the requirements
for graduation:

Associate of Arts Oregon Transfer (AAOT)

Associate of Arts Transfer (AAT)

Associate of Science Transfer (AST)

Associate of General Studies (AGS)

Associate of Applied Science (AAS)

Associate of Science (AS)

Bachelor of Applied Science (BAS)

Bachelor of Science in Nursing (BSN)

Students may be awarded a Certificate of Completion upon successful completion of a minimum
of 12 or more quarter units of degree-applicable coursework designed as a pattern of learning
experiences which develop certain capabilities that may be oriented to career or general
education.

Students may complete requirements in any term. It is the responsibility of the student, with
the guidance of the student’s advisor, to fulfill requirements for graduation.

Chemeketa Community College may award a degree or certificate to students who meet the
requirements for graduation in an academic program with or without a graduation application.
Students may apply for graduation at any time through Graduation Services.

Degrees, certificates, and diplomas are conferred by the Board of Education upon the
recommendation of the college. The President shall establish procedures to determine degree
and certificate requirements that follow state guidelines and are reviewed through the College’s
curriculum committee. The procedures shall assure that graduation requirements are published
in the College’s catalog(s) and included in other resources that are available to students.
